Dear Parishioners: 

This past Sunday I was reminded of how we, as Catholics, 

sometimes take the mass for granted. What sparked this incite for me 

was the number of Catholics leaving mass immediately after 

receiving Holy Communion. I guess I was not really aware of how 

many follow this practice. 

 Since we have Eucharistic ministers distributing Holy 

Communion in the back of our churches the thing that tipped me off 

is the back doors opening and closing during communion. When the 

doors open and close the streak of light that comes into the church at 

that moment gets your attention. 

 I have to ask the question: ―Why does someone do this‖? It 

is not the end of mass.  The Mass does not end until the conclusion of 

the final hymn. Yet many feel that once they have received Holy 

Communion that is enough time for them to spend in church. I 

applaud those who stay until mass is over and then spend time 

talking with other parishioners or friends for a while after mass. 

 I think we have a number of people that feel they are doing 

God a favor by coming to mass, receiving the Eucharist, and then 

leaving. Please remember that we are invited by the Lord to attend 

the celebration of Mass. This is a gift that we have been given. Some 

see this only as an obligation that is placed upon us. If this is the 

attitude you have I feel sorry for you. The mass is a gift God gives to 

us. Our Lord gives us this invitation to be with him for this very short 

time. One hour a week is not too much of Our Lord to ask of us. 

 What needs to change is our understanding of the mass and 

how important our participation is. Our participation is not only 

important for our spiritual well being but for the well being of the 

community as well. This may be a small concern for some yet 

important when we look at the importance of Eucharist in the life of 

the Church. For those of you who feel it is important to leave mass 

early I would like you to consider a couple of things. First: How is 

this enhancing your spiritual life? Secondly, what example this sets 

for others, especially our children? 

 We are part of a larger community of faith. Our faith life 

does not exist in a vacuum. Being part of a community of faith means 

we have a responsibility to one another. We need to support one 

another in our prayer, especially of communal prayer. During this 

week I would like you to consider these questions.
